February: American Heart Month 
New Exercise Guidelines – Part 2 

 
Last week’s article indicated that healthy individuals 18-65 need to engage minimally in moderate-intensity aerobic ac-
tivity 30 minutes 5 days a week or vigorous-intensity for 20 minutes 3 days a week & “every adult should perform ac-
tivities that maintain or increase muscular strength and endurance a minimum of two days each week…” (33)  Defini-
tions described physical activity/ aerobic exercise, moderate- & vigorous-intensity activity & muscle-strengthening/ re-
sistance training. Today’s article considers MET – metabolic equivalents, “mixing it up” & muscle-strengthening activ-
ity. 
 
No matter the form you choose, remember your exercise must be done in addition to normal ADLs that involve little ef-
fort. Also, the new guidelines allow for combining “intensity & frequency.” For example, one can meet “minimums” & 
still obtain health benefits by exercising vigorously two days/ week & moderately two other days. “Combining activities 
is based on the total amount (intensity, duration, frequency) of activity performed each week.” (33) Calculations on en-
ergy spent are derived from MET levels & intensity values assigned to specific behaviors. For example, one MET is 
equivalent to sitting quietly & MET of three or less is considered “light.” Those between three & six are “moderate,” 
while MET greater than six are “vigorous.” The article, unfortunately, doesn’t provide a “list,” but suffice it to say, if 
your heart & breathing rate don’t noticeably increase with a particular “exercise,” it’s likely not benefiting you!    
 
While the guidelines specify how long you perform either aerobic form, they state, though, that the “duration” need not 
be consecutive. Consequently, one can “mix it up”! “Intermittent bouts of exercise are just as effective as a single bout, 
but the activity must be done in sessions of 10 minutes or more.” (33) Thus a “moderate” discontinuous routine might 
consist of a brisk 10-minute walk in the morning, 10-minutes of window washing in the afternoon & 10 minutes on the 
stationary bike in the evening. In addition, health benefits to be derived are “dose-dependent,” (33) – exceeding mini-
mums “produces a higher level of fitness, helps prevent unhealthy weight gain and further reduces the risk of dis-
ease.” (33)  
 
In terms of muscle-strengthening activity, they advise “performing 8-10 muscle-strengthening exercises on 2 or more 
nonconsecutive days per week using the major muscle groups.” (33)  Each should consist of 8-12 repetitions (reps), 
probably enough to cause “volitional fatigue (i.e. inability to continue using correct form and technique).” (33) The arti-
cle provides an example of a “set” of exercises that  “includes all major muscle groups: chest press, shoulder press, tri-
ceps extension, biceps curl, pull-down (upper back), lower back extension, abdominal crunch, quadriceps extension, leg 
curl (hamstring) and calf raise.” (34) Good technique, alternating upper/ lower-body exercise & “exhaling during the 
contraction or exertion phase of the lift and inhaling during the return to the start position” (34) are important to any such 
routine. If you’ve not done this form of exercise, it would be wise to take a class so you can be instructed in proper form. 
Bad technique could result in muscle or joint injury.

ADDING NAMES TO THE PARISH SICK LIST 
 
It has always been the policy of St. Isaac Jogues to offer our parish community an opportunity to pray for those parish-
ioners who are ill and in need of our prayers.  We have tried to keep close track of these names for our Bulletin as they 
are made available to us.  
 
However, now we face an important privacy issue, very much like the issues faced by hospitals, health institutions, and 
certainly by other parishes. 
 
We cannot (by law) publicly let our parish community know the health status of any of our members without 
their permission. 
 
We appreciate the fact that often friends, neighbors, and acquaintances wish to do something special for a person who is 
ill, and ask to place their name on the list to be prayed for.  While their intentions are surely good, we simply can no 
longer accept names in this manner. 
 
We will institute a new process regarding calling in names for the Bulletin list. 
 
Names for the sick list placed in the Bulletin have to be called in by the person who is ill, or by a member of 
their family. At the time they call in the name, they will be asked whether they are the sick person him/ herself, or a 
member of their family, and if they give permission for the name to be placed on the list. They will be asked for the cor-
rect spelling of the sick person's name. If a family member, they will be required to give their name for our records. 
 
Thank you for your patience regarding this new process.  We wish to do all we can to offer our parish community the 
opportunity to offer prayers for those who are ill — but we must also be cognizant of the fact that all members of our con-
gregation are entitled to their privacy in this regard. 
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
