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   “THE THRIST OF THE LORD” 

 
  O God, you are my God whom I seek; 
 For you my flesh pines and my soul thirsts… 
 
                                            - Psalm 63, 1—2 
 
In view of  pious Jews, she was a “three time 
loser”— a woman, a sinner, and a Samaritan! 
Talk to  her? Most rabbis wouldn’t even look at 
her! But Jesus knew her heart, and he was infi-
nitely wiser than even the holiest rabbis. When 
he asks her for a drink she can’t believe her 
own ears.  Jews and Samaritans never mixed.  
Jesus, who was humanly tired and thirsty, rec-
ognizes in the woman at the well another 
“thrist” — a yearning for the true God and the 
true faith. In their dialogue, he tells her he can 
give her “water” that would satisfy her thirst so 
that she would never have to look elsewhere. 
Her enthusiasm erupts:  
 
 “Sir, give me this water, so that I may never be 
 thirsty or have to keep coming to draw water.”  
 
 

 
Then Jesus tests her,  
 
 “Go, call your husband and come back.” 
 
She answers, “I have no husband.”  Jesus 
knows her whole story.”  How very modern the 
Samaritan woman is!  She has had five hus-
bands and a “live in” male companion! How 
could Jesus know all about  her and still be in-
terested in her?  By her reckoning, Jesus has to 
be a prophet, but he is really much more.  She 
is a “material heretic,” but Jesus is compassion-
ate in judging her and her tradition: 
 
 “You worship what you do not know ; 
 we worship what we know, for salvation 
 is from the Jews.” 
 
But Jesus shows himself  greater than the 
prophets when he foretells: 
 
 “But the hour is coming, and is now here, 
 when the true worshipers will worship the 
 Father in spirit and truth…” 
 
The woman recognizes that she may be in the 
presence of  the Messiah, and so she says: 
 
 “I know that the Messiah is coming… when he 
 comes, he will proclaim all thing to us.” 
 
Jesus responds by revealing that he is the  
Messiah. 
 
St. Augustine offers an interesting commentary 
on the encounter of  Jesus with the Samaritan 
woman.  He views Jesus paradoxically as both 
strong and weak. 
 
 “It was for you that Jesus was wearied from 
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 the journey.  We find Jesus strong  
 but also weak...  Strong because “in the  
 beginning was the Word, and the Word 
  was with God, and the Word was God…”   
  Do you want to see him weak?  The Word 
  became flesh and dwelt among us.” The  
 strength of  Christ created you the weakness  
 of  Christ created you anew… He created  
 us in  his strength; he searched us out in his 
 weakness” 
 
Jesus had a “thirst” that brought him to 
“Jacob’s Well,” but it wasn’t for water alone.  It 
was for the sinful, confused Samaritan woman’s 
soul. From the Cross, he would again have the 
same kind of  “thirst” for sinful souls.  
 
It is no coincidence that the Third Sunday of  
Lent marks the beginning of  the Scrutinies  
and Exorcisms for all preparing for Baptism. 
Scrutinies ritualize self-searching and repen-
tance.  The process is eloquently dramatized in 
the Gospel of  the “Woman at the Well.” 
What Jesus did in his dialogue with the 
Samaritan woman is the expressed spiritual 
purpose of  Scrutinies, namely, 
 
 - to uncover, then heal all that is weak, 
 defective or sinful in the heart of  the  
 elect and  
 
 - to bring out,  then strengthen all that   
 is upright, strong and good.   
 
Moreover, the ritual of  Exorcism is meant to 
deliver the elect from sin and Satan and to pro-
tect them from temptation and give them 
strength in Christ who is the way, the truth, 
and the life. 
 
 

 
While we have no candidates for Baptism at 
the Easter Vigil this year, it is well to remember 
the Gospel message and the ritual associated 
with it.  For all of  us who are Baptized, this is a 
“call” to renewal.  Let me conclude with the 
prayer of  Exorcism in the Ritual: 
 
 Lord Jesus, in your merciful wisdom  
 you touched the heart of  the sinful 
 woman and taught her to worship  
 the  Father in spirit and in truth. 
 
 Now by your power free the elect  
 from the cunning of  Satan, as they  
 draw near to the fountain of  living  
 water. 
 
 Touch their hearts with the power of   
 the Holy Spirit, that they may come  
 to know the Father in true faith,  
 which expresses itself  in love ...

How are things going?  
 
It seems that regardless of culture or language people are inter-
ested in knowing how things are going.  And of course the ex-
pected answer to this question is “Good. And you?”  But pose 
that question to a Parish Business Manager and you might hear 
about leaking roofs, grumpy boilers, flickering lights or late arriv-
ing Nativity sets.  But it’s a valid question.  So … How are things 
going at St. Isaac’s?   
 
Well, not bad, all things considered.  We have completed work 
on the new sign, which was donated by Women’s Club.  This 
summer’s storm damage to the Holy Family Room’s roof was 
quickly repaired … and the cost was covered by our insurance.  
We have welcomed new tenants to our facilities, the Ignacy Pad-
erewski Polish School.  Work has been completed on the Holy 
Family Room floor.  Renovation of our restrooms has begun.  
And the new Nativity Set figures did arrive in time for Christmas! 
 
But what about finances?  How are we paying for all of this?  The 
financial statement on this page, comparing actual versus budg-
eted results, helps to answer that question.  Results for the first 
six months show that the Parish has received almost $17,000 
more in income than anticipated in the budget.  Slightly lower 
income from collections has been more than offset by increased 
rental income, bingo income and the results of the Parish Raffle.  
On the expense side higher maintenance and snow plowing 
costs have been virtually offset set by lower salary and utility 
costs.   
 
While these results are encouraging we still face challenges. The 
recent severe winter weather has increased our utility, mainte-
nance and snow removal costs. Your continued strong support 
will help to ensure the Parish’s financial stability.  So how are we 
doing?

When Jesus asked the Samaritan woman for a drink of water, He opened the door for a life-changing relationship with 
Him.  Scripture says her testimony drew many others to Him as well.  We, too, must be ready to respond whenever and 
wherever the Lord speaks to us and be prepared for it to change our lives! 

 
 
THE DIVINE MERCY 
 
 
The Eucharist is central to devotion to The Divine 
Mercy, and many of the elements of the devotion are 
essentially Eucharistic—especially the image, the 
chaplet, and the Feast of Mercy. The image, with its 
red and pale rays, presents the Eucharistic Lord Je-
sus, whose Heart has been pierced and now pours 
forth blood and water as a fountain of mercy for us. 
It is the image of God’s sacrificial gift of mercy made 
present in every Mass. 
 
In His great love for us, the Lord Jesus gave us a 
great miracle of mercy: the Sacrament of the Holy 
Eucharist. Christ is fully present as He is in Heaven.  
 
Several times in her Diary, St. Faustina writes of 
seeing the red and pale rays coming, not from the 
image, but from the Sacred Host; and once, as the 
priest exposed the Blessed Sacrament, she saw the 
rays from the image pierce the Host and spread out 
from it all over the world. 
 
St. Faustina comments: “Oh what awesome myster-
ies take place during the Mass!...One day we will 
know what God is doing for us in each Mass, and 
what sort of gift He is preparing in it for us. Only His 
divine love could permit that such a gift be provided 
for us…this fountain of life gushing forth with such 
sweetness and power.” (914)

February: American Heart Month 
New Exercise Guidelines – Part 3 

 
The new guidelines put forth last August by the American 
Heart Association & the American College of Sports Medi-
cine include recommendations for seniors (65 & up) & their 
younger counterparts (50-64) with “clinically significant 
chronic conditions and/ or functional limitations.” 
 
In terms of frequency & duration, the revisions parallel 
those set for adults. The difference lies in the intensity of 
the aerobic activity. The article refers to a 10-point scale 
for gauging it – “moderate intensity is described as 5 or 
6…with sitting as 0 and all-out effort as a 10. Vigorous in-
tensity is described as a 7 or 8.” (34) It does not, tho, offer 
a list of aerobic activities & their ratings on the 10-point 
scale. Given some seniors’ inactivity & those with condi-
tions/ limitations, working at less than recommended inten-
sity may be appropriate. Exercising in shorter bouts may 
be suitable as well. 
 
Muscle-strengthening & resistance training (using free 
weights, machines or resistance bands/ tubes) are urged. 
The goal of the former is to prevent loss of muscle mass & 
the latter to lower fall risks & age-associated disability. 
Other gains might be “maintaining functional capacity, in-
dependence and quality of life.” (34) Measurable changes 
from resistance include increasing the length & pace of a  
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senior’s stride, stair climbing ability & balance as well as 
decreasing the time it takes to get out of a chair. In every 
day life, participating regularly & at recommended intensity 
& duration, seniors can find it easier to do wash, carry gro-
ceries & take out garbage. (34)  
 
If you thought that weights were only for the likes of Gov. 
“Arnold,” you would be wrong. Seniors can “lift,” too. There 
are cautions & differences, tho. Older adults have to do 
more “reps” (10-15) per movement but with less resistance 
(lighter weights). These “lower the relative effort and de-
crease the risk of injury and likelihood of breath-holding 
and straining.” (34) They suggest light weights initially with 
a gradual increase to heavier ones. 
 
In this companion paper, the ACSM & AHA also speak to 
flexibility, stretching & balance exercise. The aim of flexibil-
ity is to “maintain joint range of motion.” (34) Ten minutes 
two days a week is the minimum recommended. Ideally, 
seniors should do such movements any day they perform 
aerobic or muscle-strengthening exercises. Stretching 
needs to be done after a warm-up “to raise muscle tem-
perature.” (34) The paper says stretching movements 
should be slow/ controlled & held 10-30 seconds. Each 
movement should be repeated 2-4 times & a “routine” 
should include all major muscle groups. (34) Exercises to 
enhance balance should be included three days a week. 
 
If aerobic activity is new to you or you’ve not worked with 
weights or resistance tubes/ bands, it may be wise to en-
roll in a class at the senior center or park district. With su-
pervision, you’re less likely to incur an injury. Besides, you 
may find new friends & have a network of folks who will 
support your efforts at staying healthy.

ADDING NAMES TO THE PARISH SICK LIST 
 
It has always been the policy of St. Isaac Jogues to offer our parish community an opportunity to pray for those parish-
ioners who are ill and in need of our prayers.  We have tried to keep close track of these names for our Bulletin as they 
are made available to us.  
 
However, now we face an important privacy issue, very much like the issues faced by hospitals, health institutions, and 
certainly by other parishes. 
 
We cannot (by law) publicly let our parish community know the health status of any of our members without 
their permission. 
 
We appreciate the fact that often friends, neighbors, and acquaintances wish to do something special for a person who is 
ill, and ask to place their name on the list to be prayed for.  While their intentions are surely good, we simply can no 
longer accept names in this manner. 
 
We will institute a new process regarding calling in names for the Bulletin list. 
 
Names for the sick list placed in the Bulletin have to be called in by the person who is ill, or by a member of 
their family. At the time they call in the name, they will be asked whether they are the sick person him/ herself, or a 
member of their family, and if they give permission for the name to be placed on the list. They will be asked for the cor-
rect spelling of the sick person's name. If a family member, they will be required to give their name for our records. 
 
Thank you for your patience regarding this new process.  We wish to do all we can to offer our parish community the 
opportunity to offer prayers for those who are ill — but we must also be cognizant of the fact that all members of our con-
gregation are entitled to their privacy in this regard. 
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
