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As a further sign of His forgiving love, Jesus called for a Feast of The Divine Mercy to be cele-
brated by the whole Church on the Sunday after Easter.  He said to Sister Faustina: “I want this 
Image to be solemnly blessed on the First Sunday after Easter, that Sunday is to be the Feast of 
Mercy.  On that day, the depths of My Mercy will be open to all.  Whoever will go to confession 
and Holy Communion on that day will receive complete forgiveness of sin and punishment.  
Mankind will not enjoy peace until it turns with confidence to My Mercy.” 
 
Jesus further asked that Divine Mercy Sunday be preceded by a Novena to the Divine Mercy 
which is to begin on Good Friday.  He gave St. Faustina an intention to pray for on each day of 
the Novena. 
 
On March 7, 1992, Sister Faustina’s virtues were declared heroic; on December 21, 1992, a 
healing through Sister Faustina’s intercession was declared a miracle; on April 18, 1993, Pope 
John Paul II had the honor to declare the Venerable Servant of God Sister Faustina Blessed and 
on April 30, 2000, he canonized Blessed Faustina and also called for the celebration of the Sun-
day after Easter as Divine Mercy Sunday throughout the Church.

Please take one and familiarize yourself with the Chaplet in anticipation of praying the Novena 
which begins on Good Friday, April 10, 2009.

March is National Colorectal Cancer Awareness Month 
 

Advances have been made in the battle against colorectal cancer. Death rates have dropped & the rate of occurrence has 
been declining steadily for the last 10 years. These changes likely are due to early detection & prevention. According to 
the American Cancer Society (ACS), this type cancer is one of the few that can be prevented as screening tests for it help 
doctors to detect & remove polyps (hidden growths) before they become cancer. “Removing polyps can prevent [this] can-
cer altogether.” 
 
Consequently, the ACS recommends the following: 
+ If you are 50 or older or have a family history of colorectal cancer, get screened. 
+ Adopt healthy behaviors like “not smoking, maintaining a healthy weight, exercising, eating less red meat, and consum-
ing alcohol in moderation or not at all” in order to decrease your risks.

TREASURES FROM OUR 
TRADITION 

 
 

Over the next week, as we hear of the interior an-
guish of Jesus, we are led to the Garden of Geth-
semane, the scene of a night of suffering, failure, 
and loss. In Hebrew, the word means "olive press," 
and it was an olive grove, although only a few 
trees remain. Olives can't be eaten off the trees, 
they used to be cured: knocked from the trees at 
harvest time, scooped into a stone basin, and 
cracked open by a heavy millstone. The crushing 
stone weight was itself called a "gethsemane,” and 
once it was lowered onto the olives, oil from the 
fruit and the inner stone would drip into a groove 
and flow into jars. The night before his death, Je-
sus experienced such anguish that scripture says 
his own blood perspired from him, an image no 
one who understands olive oil production could 
miss. 
 
Today, the Mount of Olives is within the city of 
Jerusalem and the site of the Church of All Na-
tions, also known as the Basilica of the Agony. It 
was built in 1924, funded by Catholics in twelve 
different countries. There's an open-air altar on the 
grounds that is used by Anglicans on Holy Thurs-
day every year. Nearby is the Russian Church of 
Mary Magdalene, built by the czar in 1888, its 
magnificent golden domes a distinctive landmark. 
There is also another tiny Catholic Church, called 
Dominus Flevit, or "The Cry of the Lord," built in 
a teardrop shape in the mid-1950s. For centuries, 
the Franciscan order has had the care of the shrines 
of the Holy Land, and our Good Friday collection 
helps sustain these precious sites.

ADDING NAMES TO THE PARISH SICK LIST 
 
It has always been the policy of St. Isaac Jogues to offer our parish community an opportunity to pray for those parish-
ioners who are ill and in need of our prayers.  We have tried to keep close track of these names for our Bulletin as they 
are made available to us.  
 
However, now we face an important privacy issue, very much like the issues faced by hospitals, health institutions, and 
certainly by other parishes. 
 
We cannot (by law) publicly let our parish community know the health status of any of our members without 
their permission. 
 
We appreciate the fact that often friends, neighbors, and acquaintances wish to do something special for a person who is 
ill, and ask to place their name on the list to be prayed for.  While their intentions are surely good, we simply can no 
longer accept names in this manner. 
 
We will institute a new process regarding calling in names for the Bulletin list. 
 
Names for the sick list placed in the Bulletin have to be called in by the person who is ill, or by a member of 
their family. At the time they call in the name, they will be asked whether they are the sick person him/ herself, or a 
member of their family, and if they give permission for the name to be placed on the list. They will be asked for the cor-
rect spelling of the sick person's name. If a family member, they will be required to give their name for our records. 
 
Thank you for your patience regarding this new process.  We wish to do all we can to offer our parish community the 
opportunity to offer prayers for those who are ill — but we must also be cognizant of the fact that all members of our con-
gregation are entitled to their privacy in this regard.
