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devotion to Our Lady of Walsingham because of 
an early commitment to Anglican – Catholic 
dialogue. The inspiration  I gained through the 
Anglo - Catholic movement gave new vitality  
and meaning to my Catholic faith.

St. Gregory of Nyssa, in the 4th century, is said 
to be the first to connect the vision of Moses on 
Horeb of the burning bush with Mary. As the  
bush was in flames, but not consumed, so Mary  

had God present within her, and was not 
consumed. Icons of Mary of the Burning Bush 
abound in eastern Orthodoxy and the Medieval 
Western Church. Monica Liu' s Madonna of the 
Burning Bush shows Horeb, the burning bush, 
but in Chinese style. The picture has special  
significance for me because of my commitment 
to Catholic - Orthodox dialogue and interest in 
traditional iconography. It is also important 
because of my deep respect for and interest in 
Asian culture and spirituality. 
 
These “images” reflect the vision and spiritual 
journey of my forty years as a priest. I pray that 
my experience may help each of you to respond 
to God’s call and lead you to whatever path that 
will bring you to the “top of the mountain.”

*Registration for the 2010-2011 RE Program has 
begun! Returning families need to fill out the 
appropriate form for 2010-2011 (these were mailed). If 
you are bringing another child into the program, you 
will need to fill out a student form and provide a copy of 
the new child’s baptismal certificate (if not baptized 
here at St. Isaac Jogues Parish). A partial tuition 
payment would be appreciated, if possible. Returning 
families are to have their completed registration 
materials in by June 15th. After that date a late fee of 
$25 will be added and after August 1st it is a $35 late 
fee. If you think you might be moving but are unsure, it 
is better to register now and withdraw later. Please 
remember that in order to pay the parishioner tuition 
rate you must be registered in the parish and using 
your Sunday envelopes and/or giving time in at least 
one of our parish ministries/works. Otherwise you are 
charged the non-active/non-parishioner rate.  
 
New families fill out appropriate family and student 
forms, provide a copy of each child’s baptismal 
certificate (if not baptized here at St. Isaac Jogues 
Parish) and provide a letter or report card from the 
parish or Catholic school your child previously attended 
for religious education (if applicable). Non-parishioners 
are welcome but do pay a higher tuition. 
 
 
Kindergarten classes meet on Sunday 
morning, 10:30-11:30 a.m. and Grs. 1-8 
(Confirmation Year II) meet on Monday 
evenings, 6:45-8:00 p.m. Students must 
participate in religious education 
classes (in an RE Program or Catholic 
School) for at least two years prior to 
receiving a sacrament.

Mental Illness: A Series – Part 2 of 4 

 
The initial article that appeared in the bulletin two weeks ago, concerned facts about mental illness. Today’s 
piece features treatment & support. 
 
As mentioned previously, with medication, psychological interventions & social support, most individuals [“70 
to 90 percent”] with a mental disorder will experience a “significant reduction of symptoms and improved 
quality of life.” (1) Coupled with these is early identification of the illness. Like any disease, early diagnosis & 
intervention are key in accelerating recovery & minimizing harmful effects from the illness. 
 
Pharmacotherapy, under the supervision of a psychiatrist, is a primary source of treating many mental 
disorders. A wide range of types of drugs is available for use by these health professionals. Included are anti-
psychotics, antidepressants, anti-anxiety, & mood stabilizers, to name a few & within these categories are a 
host of medicines. The type used depends upon the illness & symptoms exhibited. Medications are given to 
relieve/ manage symptoms so affected individuals can work, go to school, socialize, etc.  
 
Therapy is used in conjunction with medication management. Individual sessions with a mental health 
professional (psychiatrist, psychologist, psychiatric social worker, licensed counselor) provide supervision & 
ongoing support to help individuals live with their illness, deal with symptoms & cope with life. Group therapy 
may be an adjunct. Sessions are with others who live with a mental disorder. All receive the supervision & 
support of the trained professional, but also the encouragement, understanding & insight of peers. 
 
Psychosocial interventions offer other options. Included are cognitive-behavioral therapy, illness self-
management, supported employment, & family programs. Cognitive-behavioral therapy is a process 
that “focuses on patterns of thinking that are maladaptive and the beliefs that underlie such thinking.” With the 
active involvement of a therapist or counselor, a person, say with depression, who thinks, “I’m worthless,” or 
someone with a phobia, who thinks, “I’m in danger,” (2) would be encouraged to check the reality of their 
thinking/ monitor & record these thoughts. The goal would be developing other healthier thoughts & beliefs. 
Illness self-management programs offer education & peer support that help those affected understand & 
deal with their illness. Supported employment programs are designed for those with more serious mental 
disorders to find meaningful work while receiving the ongoing support of the treatment team. Family 
programs, in the form of psychoeducation or family-to-family, help families learn from professionals or their 
own peers about mental illness, treatment, recovery & sources of support. In some cases, such programs are 
diagnosis specific.

ADDING NAMES TO THE PARISH SICK LIST 
 
It has always been the policy of St. Isaac Jogues to offer our parish community an opportunity to pray for those parish-
ioners who are ill and in need of our prayers.  We have tried to keep close track of these names for our Bulletin as they 
are made available to us.  
 
However, now we face an important privacy issue, very much like the issues faced by hospitals, health institutions, and 
certainly by other parishes. 
 
We cannot (by law) publicly let our parish community know the health status of any of our members without 
their permission. 
 
We appreciate the fact that often friends, neighbors, and acquaintances wish to do something special for a person who is 
ill, and ask to place their name on the list to be prayed for.  While their intentions are surely good, we simply can no 
longer accept names in this manner. 
 
We will institute a new process regarding calling in names for the Bulletin list. 
 
Names for the sick list placed in the Bulletin have to be called in by the person who is ill, or by a member of 
their family. At the time they call in the name, they will be asked whether they are the sick person him/ herself, or a 
member of their family, and if they give permission for the name to be placed on the list. They will be asked for the cor-
rect spelling of the sick person's name. If a family member, they will be required to give their name for our records. 
 
Thank you for your patience regarding this new process.  We wish to do all we can to offer our parish community the 
opportunity to offer prayers for those who are ill — but we must also be cognizant of the fact that all members of our con-
gregation are entitled to their privacy in this regard.
